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them or to turn off the audio to read on their own. Wicoff students can find
directions in your child’s Media Google Classroom for logging onto Capstone
Interactive (logon is through PebbleGo in ClassLink) and have practiced in Media
class.

UPDATED - Important Reminders for Student Drop Off and Pickup:

e Drop Off: If you are dropping off your child in the morning during the
same time buses are arriving (8:40-8:50 a.m.), please park in the church
parking lot (adjacent to Wicoff School) and walk your child to the front
entrance of the building. If you are dropping your child off after 8:50
a.m., please use the bus lane. You may pull up to the front of the building
as long as buses are finished dropping off students.

e Pickup: If you are picking up your child at the end of the school day, you
must send a note with your child stating this information. If this is an
everyday occurrence one note explaining this will cover pickup for the
school year. If this is NOT an everyday occurrence, you will need to write
a note each time. Parents picking up their child(ren) at the end of the day
will report to the gym doors (Door #14).

e As always, the safety and comfort of our students is our top priority!

Construction vehicles will be entering and exiting
the school driveway located off of Plainsboro Road. Please drive carefully!!
